Because people have found ways to raise many different fish in fish farms.

And
they are also important for the people living there.

You mean cutting down a large part of the mangrove forests is bad for the people living near them.
Right?

That’s right. My father also told me a story about octopuses. In the sea near a country in Africa,
people caught too many octopuses because Japanese people wanted to buy octopuses from them,
and now they can'’t catch as many as before there.

The food we eat here has much to do with people living far away from Japan. What countries in
the world does our food come from? How do the people live in those countries? I'd like to know
more about these things.

That's good. And I think it is also important for Japanese people to eat more Japanese products.
